              Candidates, CCI and MCI, diagnosing casting problems

Gordy,
In both the CCI and MCI test the candidate can be ask to identify the faults and how they would go about fixing the problem.  These questions need to be directed to the question and cast that they are being tested on.  On the CCI the question asked on these subjects must fit into what is expected of a CCI and not fall into the question and expectations of a MCI. 

As and example, one needs to know what the faults are of casting a tailing loop and how to correct same.

One of the problems I see is a individual will say the tailing loop is caused by the conclave path of the rod tip.  If this is there answer, they have not identified the problem.  This is where I would make a cast with a tailing loop and ask what is causing the tailing loop and how they would correct same.

I think Peter Minnick commented on CCI candidates not being asked to diagnose and correct faults made by the examiners because of his observation that with the exception of the tailing loop task, he had not been aware of this being done with any other casts or tasks.

My observation has been the same.  I’ve witnessed CCI examiners simply ask for the cause and correction of tails without them taking the rod and making the tails.

In my opinion the best way to do this is the way you do it.  I do the same.

Of course, the examiners can ask the CCI candidate to demonstrate teaching any of the tasks, but that is not the same thing as having the examiners purposely making faulty casts for the candidate to identify the fault(s) and demonstrate least one correction.
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
